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Chapter 19

Abstract

Referendum is originally a political tool emerged along with the
Western democratic concept. Generally, holding a referendum is
relied on people’s collective will in various political activities both in
internal and external dimension. This study will focus in particular
on the external dimension of holding referendums in relation to
independence referendums. The revival of holding referenda, in the
post-cold war era, sheds light on the generally applicable standards
of popular consultation within the framework of the external right to
self-determination. It can be defined in international dimension as
implied secession within a democratic procedural rule.

Even a referendum is necessarily contributed to establish a
state and seems to be the most popular selective method for
state-framing process, it could be argued that the expressed will of
the people does not lead to the self-executing secession, but it does
give a mandate to central government of the state to decide how to
respond the vote of people. This paper will compare two cases
study: the attempt of Quebec in 1995 and Crimea referendums
in 2014. The former case is widely acceptable but the latter is

opposable in terms of legitimacy.
