The purpose of this descriptive research was to study needs of comfort and perceived
need responses of comfort in indwelling ventilator patients. The sample consisted of 63 patients
who were on mechanical ventilators in Phudthalung Hospital. An interviewing questionnaire for
needs of comfort and perceived necd responses of comfort that were developed based on
Kolcaba’s Comfort theory (2003), and had the Internal consistency of .95 and .97 respectively.

Data were analyed using paired t-test. The results were as follows:

1. The overall needs of comfort was at the high level (X =379.2,SD = 34.8), physical
comfort was at the high level (X = 179.9, SD = 19.2), psychospiritual comfort was at the high

level (X = 150.7, SD = 17.0), and sociocultural comfort was at the high level (X =39.5,
SD =4.9). Scores need of comfort for environmental comfort was at the moderate level
(X =215,SD=85).

2. The overall perceived need responses of comfort was at the high level (X =419.5,
SD =43.8), physical comfort was at the high level (X = 179.6, SD = 19.2), psychospiritual
comfort was at the high level (i =156.3, SD = 17.5), sociocultural comfort was at the high level

(i =40.7, 8D = 4.6), and environmental comfort was at the high ]evel()_( =40.1,SD =438).

3. Paired t-test showed a statistically significant difference between needs of comfort
and perceived need responses of comfort on overall comfort (t = 5.452, p <.001), environmental
comfort (t = 13.515, p < .001), psychospiritual comfort (t = 3.296, p <.05), and sociocultural
comfort (t = 2.384, p < .05). However, needs of comfort and perceived need responses of comfort

related to physical comfort was not significant (t = 0.217, p > .05)

The results provide evidences to improve quality of care in indwelling ventilator

patients focusing on psychospiritual, sociocultural and environmental comfort.
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
