The purpose of this descriptive study was to compare comfort needs and received care
among head injured patients. Sixty-five moderated head injured patients-admitted in traumatic
units, Choaprayayomaraj Hospital, Suphanburi Province were recruited following the sample
inclusion criterion . The questionnaire used to obtain data consisted a pérsonal Data Form and
the Comfort Needs and Received Care interviewing questionnaire developed from Kolcaba s
comfort theory (2003) and other related research findings. The Comfort Needs and Received Care
consist questionnaire of 4 aspects including physical, psychospiritual, sociocultual and
environmental aspects. The reliability of the Comfort Needs'and Received Care questionnaire
were of .92 and .96 respectively. Data were analyzed using descriptive statistics and
Dependent t-test.

" The result of this study were as follow:

1. Overall comfort need(scores-and all aspects including physical, psychospiritual,
sociocultual and environmental comfort score among head injured patients were at high level
(X =340.93, SD~28.58; X =93.75, SD=15.31; X =78.35, SD=8.59; X =78.35, SD=8.59I;
X ~80.48, SD=6.79 respectively).

2. Overall received care scores among head injured patients were at high level (3(‘ =
326.50, SD=30.27). Consistently, all aspects of received care including physical, psychospiritual,
soci()c{lltuai and environmental score were high (% =9745,SD=13.53; EE =74.60, SD=9.01;

X =78.83,SD-11.23;X =75.62, SD= 7.73 respectively).

3. There was statistically significant difference between overall comfort need mean

scores and received care mean scores (t=-4.67, p < .001, p <.05). Considering that comfort need

scores were higher than received care scores.



The results provide evidences that could contribute to improve quality of caring for
head injured patients by focusing on promoting physical, psychospiritual, sociocultual and

environmental comfort.
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
