The objective of this study is/ to analyze the motive and the behavior of crime
commission, which is a study to find the motive of crime through the art of paintings. .

From the study of motive and behavior of crime commission of the inmates, the
researcher can find preventive measure and solutions. It can be analyzed that artistic theory and
the use of aesthetics in various fields to assist the inmates to return to the society or to
professional training. In the police investigation, before bringing the inmates to undergo the
sentence in the prison, the police can find the fact in the case where inmates can not give oral
statement by reducing the tension by painting or by written statements.
