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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to examine the language competence
against the 60% criterion of the Vocational Education Standards;
investigated the difference and the relationship between vocabulary and
reading competence of vocational students at Uttaradit Vocational College.
The population of the study covered 80 first year vocational students
majoring.in- Commerce and Accounting. The instruments for collecting data
were English vocabulary achievement test and reading achievement test.
The statistics used in data analysis including percentage, means, standard
deviation, t-test, and Pearson’s ccrrelation coefficient (r).

The study revealed the students scored higher than the 60% criterion of the
Vocational Education Standards B.E. 2545 (with amendments B.E. 2546)
stipulated by the Office of Vocational Education Commission at a statistically
significant level of 0.05. Moreover, the students’ test scores of the vocabulary
achievement test and reading achievement test were significantly different
at a 0.05 statistical level. In addition, the relationship between vocabulary

and reading competence was related with statistical level 0.05
