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Abstract

This research paper studied an agricultural welfare system allocated by public sectors
to peasants of two major rice-exporting countries, Thailand and Vietham. To demonstrate
relationship between welfare and government regime, documentary research and focus groups
were employed to collect information from both countries, including Sanam Chai Khet and Bang
Nam Prieo districts, Chachoengsao, Thailand, and Nam Binh and Ha Nam, Vietham. The finding
indicated that political regimes of Thailand and Vietnam are hybrid regime and Socialist state
respectively. Both regimes, however, had liberal welfare system concentrating on three issues:
competitiveness, social work policy to help peasants who were under privileged for only survival
in the market system, and volunteering insurances based on individuals rather than state
intervention to improve higher standard of social wellbeing. Consequently, Thai and Vietnamese

peasants have become underclass who are defined by insecurity and losing citizenship rights.
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
